The meeting was called to order by Chairman Dennis Ikeler at 7:34 PM.
A motion was made by John Patton to waive the reading of the minutes until after the appeal, and seconded by Cindy Gazley.

Dennis explained the format of the meeting and then gave an overview of how the meeting would be run.

Dennis administered Oath of Truthfulness to all present.

Appeal 2005-16717 was called.

Applicant Explanation for requesting variance to Parkman Township Zoning Resolution.

Mr. John D. Fisher explained the request for variance as follows:
He doesn’t have enough room on the porch at this time.  There is only 6’ on the porch towards the road, and he would like to add another 3.5”.  With grandchildren coming home, there isn’t enough room for everyone on the porch.
Dennis asked if there was anything else. Dennis closed that portion of the meeting and opened the meeting to the public.
Open Floor to Public.

Dan C. Byler doesn’t have anything against it.  He lives across the road.  Wayne H. Weaver lives in the neighborhood and has known him for many years and he has no problem at all with him adding 3’ to the porch, he knows as he’s getting ready to retire, so he needs a bigger porch.  John Mullet noted that he has lived in the neighborhood a long time and he has no problem with this addition.  Ray Byler also feels there is no problem.  Wallace C. Byler, next door neighbor is for this.  Joe C. Miller, his brother-in-law, feels he should be able to have a little bigger porch than he has now.
Dennis asked if anyone else had anything to add. Dennis closed that portion of the meeting. 
Dennis asked for a motion to grant the variance. John moved to grant and Cindy seconded the motion.
Dennis opened the meeting to the Board members for questions to the applicant/owner. 
Board Members Questions/Comments to Applicant/Owner.

Rich asked if there would be any obstruction in any way?  Mr. Fisher answered no, it would be even with the road.  John asked about the 90’ setback, and asked if that was from the middle of the road?  Mr. Fisher answered yes.  
Dennis asked for any other questions. There were none. Dennis noted that the application was filled out very thoroughly and thanked Mr. Fisher for doing that.  Dennis closed that portion of the meeting.

Board Members Discussion/Deliberation.

There was consideration of the following issues and the Board discussed the practical difficulties:

A  Whether the property in question will yield a reasonable return or whether there can be any beneficial use of the property without the variance.

B   Whether the variance is substantial.
C   Whether the essential character of the neighborhood would be substantially altered or whether adjoining properties would suffer a substantial detriment as a result of the variance.

D   Whether the variance would adversely affect the delivery of governmental services.

E  Whether the property owner purchased the property with the knowledge of the zoning restriction.

F  Whether the property owner’s predicament feasibly can be obviated through some method other than a variance.

G  Whether the spirit and intent behind the zoning requirement would be observed and substantial justice done by granting the variance.

H  Such other criteria which relate to determining whether the zoning regulation is equitable.

Dennis asked for any other questions or comments from the Board members, closed that portion of the meeting and asked for a roll call on the motion to grant the variance.
