Mr. Nieves made a motion that the Parkman Township Zoning Commission submit a copy of the motion for the proposed amendment to the Parkman Township Zoning Resolution, identified as number 2009-04, to the Geauga County Planning Commission.  Mr. Villers seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Regarding Duplexes/Apartments/Condos, Mrs. Patry had information to present to the committee.  Mrs. Patry researched ground water/wells and a higher density population in the Land Use Plan from 2001.  65% did not want more residential development.  Mr. Nieves noted that there were not as many people responding to the survey as they wished.  Mr. Nieves stated that it may be best to keep this in the sewer district, rather than fanning out throughout the rest of the township.  Mr. Nieves stated that if we were to implement something along this line, the minimum acreage would have to be increased.  Mrs. Patry asked if the water would be taken into consideration if we were to do COS?  Mrs. Patry stated that the Ohio Administrative Code for private water systems states, “A private water system shall not be located within a one hundred year flood plain, except when the department determines that the requirements of rule 3701-28-21 of the Administrative Code are met.”
The process was stopped and put in the Trustees hands due to a letter dated September 11, 2007, where it was advised “no sanitary sewer service may be provided to the proposed PRD-COS overlay areas unless the township’s 208 service plan map is first amended.  The amendment process begins with the board of trustees.”  Debbie Wilson will attend the next Trustees meeting on August 4th to provide them information on what needs to happen.  The committee believes that Duplexes/Apartments/Condos and the proposed COS should be dealt with together.

The agenda for the August 25, 2009 meeting includes:

            ● Begin review of 12 and 13 and the variance application
● Duplexes/Apartment/Condos and COS update from the Trustee meeting
