Len stated the Hall of Farmers for Cardinal School was also held at Shangri-La. They have this event there every year. Len stated when you look it up it is also advertised as Shangri-La Party Center. So, we have to find out if it is a permanent fixture. If it is permanent it needs to be inspected by the Fire Department and maybe a conditional use variance.
