The meeting was called to order by Mrs. Gazley at 7:30 PM.
Mr. Misconin made a motion to waive the reading of the minutes until after the appeal. The motion was seconded by Mrs. Ferguson.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Conditional Use  2009-17000 Main Market was called.

There is a conditional use permit application to be addressed by the Board at this meeting:

· 2009-17000 Main Market

Mrs. Gazley explained the background of this situation.

River Pines had been operating under a conditional use certificate.  Our regulations require that a conditional use be reapplied for every 5 years, as well as other conditions that River Pines did not fulfill, hence the conditional use certificate expired.  Notice was provided to River Pines via regular US mail and certified mail.  This was done as the Board of Appeals worked through several other conditional use permits.  The U.S. mail letters were not returned to us as undeliverable.  The certified mail letters were returned unsigned.  The conditional use certificate that existed in the past no longer exists.

A party contacted the Zoning Inspector to reapply for the Conditional Use and paid the fee.  A notice was issued to the newspaper and the Conditional Use was processed as according to our resolutions.  In the meanwhile, it was found that there is no Conditional Use zoning regulation for campgrounds in the Parkman Township Zoning Resolution, so we can’t have a hearing on this matter.  The first party has since submitted a use variance.  Before the committee today is the request for the conditional use certificate.

If the applicant wishes the fees for this conditional use permit to be applied for a use variance so they do not pay again, they must approach the Township Trustees and the Township Trustees must give permission for the fees to be applied.

Mr. Patton moved and Mr. Misconin seconded the motion to grant the appeal for a conditional use permit #2009-17000 Main Market, filed by River Pines Recreational Village, Inc., appellant.  
The committee discussed the facts before the Board.  The application is for a conditional use permit.  There are no regulations in the Parkman Township Zoning Resolution to allow a conditional use for a recreational campgrounds.  

Mrs. Gazley asked for a roll call on the motion to grant the conditional use permit.

The fee issue will need to be taken up with the Township Board of Trustees by the applicant, and can be looked at by the Zoning Board of Appeals upon payment of the fee, or with approval from the Board of Trustees to use the payment received for the Conditional Use application.
Mr. Coldon asked who is responsible for enforcement of this issue?  The committee requests the Zoning Inspector notify the Prosecutor’s Office, Building Department, Health Department, Water Resources Department and Sheriff’s Department of the situation at River Pines with people living there illegally.  Mrs. Gazley also suggested that Mr. Coldon file a written complaint with the Zoning Inspector.

Chris Byler, of Dutch Craft Cabinets has been contacted.  John e-mailed the Prosecutor and Mrs. Gazley an update as of February 11, 2009, stating that Dutch Craft Cabinets is a conditional use.  Mr. Hasman wrote that the accessory building is currently serving as his residence, and the main residence is his daughter’s home.   A change of use of a building requires a zoning permit, and that has not happened.  The business has changed its scope of operation.  Mrs. Gazley spoke to the prosecutor.  They are both violations, and the Zoning Inspector should proceed with notice of violations and copies should be sent to the county Health Department, Building Department, Water Resources and our county Prosecutor’s office.

Mr. Hill made a motion to send a letter to Mr. Byler of Dutch Craft Cabinets regarding the committee’s intent to revoke the conditional use certificate, and Mr. Misconin seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.

Mrs. Ferguson asked if anyone else is planning to attend the Zoning Workshop.  At this time, Mrs. Ferguson is the only one planning to attend definitely.
The committee received a copy of the Hauser settlement.  According to the settlement, the fence is to be installed by June 1, 2009, and it must be stockade type fence across the front, and it will be a dark hunter green color.  The side will be an anchor-type fencing.  The trees on the south side is the barrier on that side.  The back is bordered by a house owned by a family member.

Connie updated the committee on the May 5th Zoning Referendum.  It passed, but will not be effective until the Board of Trustees receives certification from the county Board of Elections.
The committee requests the Zoning Inspector to follow up on the September 2008 appeal on Old State for the building way in the back.  The appeal was denied and the committee wants to be sure the applicant did not proceed with the building.
