The meeting was called to order by Mrs. Gazley at 7:30 PM.   There were no appeals to be addressed by the Board at this meeting.

Old Business

Chris Byler:   There has been no further action.
Parkman Auto:    The Zoning Inspector has sent a certified letter, which was signed and returned, however there has been no response received.
2005-Sublot 17 Hazy Morning:  A letter will be sent to Mr. and Mrs. Hemrock.
Attendance:  Mrs. Gazley attended a Trustee meeting to bring to their attention problems with attendance at meetings.  The Trustees will take into consideration a report of attendance when they look at reappointments.

River Pines was sold at auction.  There is no information as to what the plans are for the property.

New Business

Mr. Ferguson spoke about the seminar he attended.  He stated that from what he saw, Mrs. Gazley is running the Board exactly as she should.  Mr. Ferguson stated that courts will no longer accept minutes.  They require a verbatim word for word transcript.  Cases have been thrown out as a result of not having verbatim transcripts.  Mrs. Gazley questioned whether we must make a recording.  Mr. Ferguson stated that we will either have a court reporter record everything or else we must have a voice recorder.  Mrs. Gazely stated that this is a debate in other public sectors.  Mrs. Gazley would like to ask the Prosecutor about this.  Connie will contact the Prosecutor’s office for their legal advice.
He also attended the regulating public nuisances seminar.  The speaker was an expert in the Warren/Youngstown area on this issue.  A lot of nuisance issues are very easily resolved, as the way the law is written, you write them a letter, give them a specified amount of time.  The criteria the court uses are if they are unsafe, insecure, or structurally defective.   Unsafe for human habitation is also an option, however the Board of Health must make that determination.    The determination to pursue must be made by the Trustees to issue the decree to clean up the property.  If they do not comply, you go in and clean up what was specified, and send them a bill and put a lien on their property.  In every case he has represented, where it has been done by the book, the case has been overruled in court.

The agricultural zoning seminar did not really apply to this.  

The conditional use seminar was very useful, but it was basically what is in our book.

Mrs. Gazley thanked Mr. Ferguson for attending and encouraged others to attend.

The next meeting will be held on Tuesday, September 14, 2010 at 7:30 PM to hear an appeal.   There was a motion to adjourn the meeting by Mrs. Lengel, seconded by Mr. Ferguson.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:07  PM.
