Regular Zoning Commission Meeting

June 22, 2004
Members present:  John, Scott and Steve
John called the meeting to order.

John distributed proposed revision to exterior lighting section of Article IV.

Scott moved to accept minutes of May 25, 2004 meeting.  Steve seconded.

John informed Commission about information obtained from Dave Dietrich regarding semi trailer parking and home occupations.

Article IV review in comparison with the model resumed.

Home occupations were addressed.  The additions from November 2002 were discussed briefly and agreed to add all of those.  In addition, to “m. contracting” shall add “building trades.” In that regard, the separate listing for “heating, cooling service,” “house painter” and “plumber” shall be removed as covered under building trades.
John suggested that the “small equipment assembly” as remarked upon by Bill Pollard at the previous meeting should be added to home occupations.  All were in favor.
Conditions of home occupations were addressed and the hours of operation were reduced to 7AM to 7PM as modified and agreed to by Commission in November 2002.
Section 402.2 shall be moved to be consistent with the model, which is contained in model 402.10.

Paragraph E regarding the size of a garage was addressed in 402.9 of the model.
Paragraph G is addressed later in 402.10 paragraph J.

Paragraph I was considered and will be reconsidered at next meeting in conference with Bill Pollard who has past experience with neighbor building large storage building or garage.
Paragraph J (1) portion was removed regarding exception for above ground pools without fencing to mirror model that no pool should be without a fence.

Will add portion regarding pool gates as a separate sub-paragraph 3 to model 402.2H: “all points of entry shall be equipped with gates of the same height. All gates shall be equipped with self-closing and self-latching devices placed at the top of the gates and made inaccessible to small children.”
Model additional paragraph I is acceptable.

Our placement of home occupations is to remain and the placement in the model will not be adopted.  

Our conditions regarding ponds are more specific and John stated that he addressed this issue with Dave Dietrich who recommended our conditions reflect the model and no longer require a variance but merely a permit as in the model section 402.14 “fire protection ponds.”
Our definition of “pond” will be moved to Article II with other definitions.
Paragraph 402.3(A)(2)(a), (b) and (c) will be added to model 402.14.
Will resume with Article IV next month.
