Minutes of August 23, 2005 Meeting

Also present were Alan Wilson and Debbie Wilson and Corey Anderson.
John Augustine called the meeting to order at 7:12 PM 
The minutes of the July 26, 2005 were read.  Scott made a motion to approve the minutes, and Renee seconded.  All were in favor.
John made a motion to rescind the initiated change regarding adopting the change in the industrial area, and the change to 402.1 (2) B (#2005-01).  Renee seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

John Augustine made a motion to initiate a change to eliminate the industrial area in the Northwest section of the township as noted on the attached map, and to change the wording of section 402.1, (2) B as included in the attached document (#2005-02). Steve seconded the motion.  A roll call was taken and all were in favor.
Scott Villers made a motion to hold a public hearing on this matter on September 27, 2005, and John Augustine seconded the motion.  A roll call was taken and all were in favor.  The committee then recommended transmission of the changes to the county.
Steve updated the committee on what he found about the ham radio towers.  His father’s is 63’, however some are 100’.  His father believes since it is a communication tower, in his area, there is no regulation to control them.  John asked for Dave Dietrich’s opinion on this and he had no answer.  He referred him to a couple of the guys in the county’s emergency services department, but he was not familiar with ham radios.  He is now working on getting in touch with another contact.  Scott asked if it interferes with radio and/or t.v. reception, and the answer is they do not, however the t.v./radios will interfere with ham radio reception.  Carlos has spoken with an individual and his information says they can go up to 125’.
John asked the committee about possibly trying to get Article IV initiated by the end of the year and the committee was in agreement to try and get this done.
The committee resumed work on Section IV.  John asked that everyone work on the commercial area types of occupancies allowed in this area.  He asked that everyone bring their lists next meeting.  

Next, the committee addressed the proposed lighting addition that John presented several months ago.  John asked about including it in the resolution, and Scott said he would like to see it incorporated in the commercial area, but not in the residential area at this time.  The committee decided to look at this section at another time.  
John asked Dave about the subject of the permitted accessory buildings and about workshops, as Al brought up last week (ref. 402.2 D/G).  Dave recommends that we keep the wording as it is.  The committee feels we should leave it as it is, as well.

We discussed 402.3 and the pond section will be moved to permitted uses.  We did not decide what to do with the Residential social services area.  Day care and Bed & Breakfast will stay in this section.

The committee revisited the pool issue and discussed fences for above ground pools.  Carlos noted that the insurance companies will have specifications in order to insure the homeowner, and we do not need to regulate beyond what the insurance company requires.  We will look at it again next year.

Alan explained that he has asked John to put in writing the issues that he is experiencing problems with and present them to the Zoning Commission.  Alan also expressed concern that the lighting issue we are looking at is going too far in some of our specifications.  Debbie noted that she agrees with Carlos on the swimming pool issue, that we do not need to regulate further than the insurance company dictates.  

Steve made a motion to adjourn at 9:03 PM.   John seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Our next meeting will be held on Tuesday, September 27, 2005.
