John Augustine called the meeting to order at 7:01 PM.  
Mr. Augustine put off the reading of the October minutes until after we discuss the proposed Zoning issues.
Mr. Augustine addressed the audience explaining that this is not a public hearing; this is a regular Zoning Commission meeting.  Mr. Augustine then explained the process of changing the township’s Zoning Regulations.  Mr. Augustine stated that it appeared there was an effort by a small number of people to subvert this before it got to a public meeting.  He then explained the Riparian Setback regulations, and how they are designed to protect areas along streams in Parkman Township.  Mr. Augustine noted that Auburn and Bainbridge have had riparian setback regulations for approximately 3 years, and there are no people trying to get it overturned.  Mr. Augustine explained that other organizations that are in support of the riparian setback regulations are the Chagrin River Watershed Partners (440.975.3870) and Geauga Soil and Water Conservation District (440.834.1122).  In addition, Auburn Zoning  (440.543.4513) and Bainbridge Zoning (440.543.9871) can be contacted regarding this process and how it is working.  The Ohio Water Division can be contacted at 330.963.1134.
Mr. Augustine stated that at our last zoning meeting, it was stated that this would interfere with their snowmobiles and 3-wheelers.  Mr. Dietrich from the Geauga County Planning Commission clarified to him that was not the intent.

The floor was opened to comments by those attending the meeting.  
The committee reviewed the minutes of the October 23, 2007 meeting.  Mrs. Patry made a motion to accept the minutes, Mr. Augustine seconded.  The motion passed.
There will be no meeting in December, due to the 4th Tuesday falling on Christmas.  Mrs. Patry stated that we need to include the dates for 2008 on the Parkman township website.  Mr. Augustine talked with Becky Schlagg after last month’s meeting.  We cannot prohibit a lawyer at a public meeting.  We can limit the amount of time that the public can speak.  We can make a rule that we do not want speaking at a meeting unless it is turned in prior to the meeting.  Anyone, resident or not, can speak at a public meeting.  It is necessary to approve the minutes at each meeting.  The minutes must be condensed more.
Carlos made a motion to table the proposed agenda indefinitely and James seconded.  The motion passed.
