Duplex issue:  The Planning Commission does not support duplexes for reasons of soil conditions to support the additional septic and well requirements; the necessary replacement area necessary if the primary septic/well would need to be replaced.  No other townships currently allow duplex/multiple housing.  Huntsburg was the last, but it was removed from their Zoning Regulations approximately 8-10 years ago. Scott asked if we allow duplexes, would they be on a 2.5 acre lot, or would they need to have a 5 acre lot?  
Ask for a copy of the Middlefield Village zoning resolutions regarding duplexes/multifamily homes.
The bottom part of the Parkman Elementary School will be used as a Baptist Church, per John Hasman.
