The meeting was called to order at 7:08 PM by Scott Villers.  
A motion was made by Mrs. Patry and seconded by Mr. Massey to approve the minutes of the May 25, 2010 meeting.  Motion passed, with Mrs. Wilson abstaining.
Information was distributed that was received by Mr. Nieves regarding the wood burning issue from Mrs. Sagal and the Ohio EPA.  Dale Komandt said he has visited the site of the Mrs. Sagal.  The wind usually comes from the west.  The neighbor she is complaining about lives to the east of her.  When he was present, he did not see smoke coming out of the neighbor’s furnace, and he did not smell smoke.  Mr. Villers suggested this issue should wait until more members of the Commission are present.  We will discuss this again next month.  
Mrs. Patry explained that the Trustees have received a request from the Geauga County Prosecutor requesting information based on a complaint from Housing Advocates, Inc. alleging that Parkman Township violated the FHA by adopting zoning regulations, including distance restrictions that discriminate against persons with disabilities.
The committee briefly discussed the non-conforming lot issue before the township now.
